	 Over the years, I witnessed this again and again: children who 
blossomed due to music and fun—at day camps, library children’s 
music programs, children’s hospitals, and at large concert halls across 
Canada. My songs are about fun, fantasy, feelings, self-esteem, and 
empowerment, and have been nominated for 2 JUNO Awards for 
Best Children’s Album in Canada.

Most Ideas and songs were simple everyday songs, but Rosalie gave them new life. (And her own songs were refreshing and educational!)
